He put a wall 

around it, dug a winepress in it and built a watchtower. Then he rented the vineyard to some 

farmers and moved to another place. 34When the harvest time approached, he sent his servants to 

the tenants to collect his fruit. 

36Then he 

sent other servants to them, more than the first time, and the tenants treated them the same way.
